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BUGLE GREENSPACE WELCOMES STANDARDS SET FOR ECOTOWNS

Local community group Bugle Greenspace is pleased that the recently published Governments progress report ‘Living a Greener Future’ ratifys all the ideas that they have put forward to Imerys.  The report has further detailed the standards that eoctown developments will need to meet.  This includes multifunctional greenspace for play, recreation, wildlife and flood management, community involvement and engagement, provision of space for allotments and local food production, composting and facilities that contribute to the health and wellbeing of local people.

Sara Marsh, Bugle Greenspace supporter, said ‘The green fields that we are campaigning to save could be passed over to the local community and would help Imerys meet, if not exceed, the 40% allocation of green space required to meet the ecotowns standards.’

Sara went on to explain, ‘This report reinforces many of the suggestions that we have put to Imerys.  Infact if Imerys take our plans forward and embed them within the Goonbarrow development it will help them met many of the government standards.  We have invited Rt Hon Caroline Flint MP to met with us when she visits Cornwall, as she has indicated she will be doing in her foreword to the progress report.’
