Meetings with Imerys bring results

As you know local community group, Bugle Greenspace has been in discussion with Imerys about the plans to develop the Goonbarrow refinery site and its adjacent green fields as part of the Imerys ‘Clay Country Vision’. The group were concerned that the original Imerys plan showed that green spaces rich in wildlife would be lost to housing. 

Imerys have listened to the points put forward by representatives of the group following a survey of local people and have revised their plans to preserve more of the green space for use by the community. This has been achieved by reducing the amount of land given to employment and moving planned open space within the development. The site is still expected to have 500 new dwellings built upon it. Imerys stress that the revised plans are still very much conceptual and may be subject to change following the results of various surveys.

Kevin Marsh, Bugle Greenspace supporter and local resident, said ‘We are pleased that Imerys have been prepared to listen to us and are willing to offer the community of Bugle an area of land that can be managed and used by local people in ways that they want. We are now planning to hold two open meetings to ask for further input from local residents on the possible uses for the area of green space’.

Two open meetings are planned to give people the chanced to see the new plan put forward by Imerys.

Everyone is invited to come and share with the group their ideas and views on how the green space shown on the new plan should be used and managed for the benefit of the local community. Ideas up for discussion include havens for wildlife, allotments, picnic areas, play areas and even a band stand. Other thoughts and suggestions will also be welcomed.

People are welcome to drop into the open meetings when they are able. The meetings will be very informal and will held on:

Friday 17th October between 6.00pm and 8.00pm in Bugle Village Hall, New Street 

Saturday 18th October between 10.30am and midday in the Bugle Inn.
