Thank you for completing your questionnaire and giving us your views and ideas for keeping green fields in Bugle free from the housing development proposed by Imerys (i.e. 500 new dwellings and 3 hectares of industrial units). 

Great Response to Questionnaire

Over 250 questionnaires were distributed by volunteers through letterboxes in Bugle and via local businesses such as The Bugle Inn, Spar, The Old Forge Fish & Chip Shop, Karens Kutz, Cottage Curios and The Working Mens Club.  

To date, 50 have been returned – 100% of them showing that locals do not want the fields built on. 

16 people have also said that they would be happy to volunteer to help manage the green spaces if we are successful in stopping Imerys from building on them.

Bugle Green Space meets Imerys.

Representatives of Bugle Green Space had an encouraging meeting with Imerys at their Par offices last Wednesday to review ideas that locals had put forward to keep the green fields from development.

We are very pleased with the way this initial meeting went.  Imerys have certainly given us the impression that they are willing to listen to local people and we hope to have a follow up meeting early next month, once they have had discussions with their planners about the feasibility of the ideas that we put forward. 

We are hoping that Imerys will agree to pass the fields in question over to the community of Bugle to own, manage and use and this is what most of the discussion was about.  We would also like to see an endowment fund provided to support the ongoing running costs.  It was indicated to us that these ideas were welcome. In fact Imerys admitted that they were keen to look at mechanisms that could help with longer-term land management and conservation.  

Making a Difference

Too often people sit back and let things happen around them because they feel powerless to stop things. We believe that Imerys are prepared to listen and work with us and that this could be a fantastic opportunity for local residents to get involved and make a difference to the spaces around them.  

Thank you for all the support you have shown thus far. We will keep you posted as soon as we hear more from Imerys. Meanwhile keep spreading the word and ask others to complete their questionnaires.
